Line 7 - 8" flan case with pastry and bake in hot oven (LK)OO) for 20 minutes.
To make filling - melt fat in saucepan, blend in flour and cook for minute

or two. Remove from heat and add milk gradually, stirring all the time.
Return to heat and bring to boil, stirring. Add grated cheese, egg yolks

and seasoning to taste. Pour into prepared and baked case.

To make topping - whisk egg whites and salt until stiff. Cover cheese filling
with roughed up whites and sprinkk with grated cheese. Bake in moderate
