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As I sit down to edit this edition the sun is
shining. The village hall management
committee are hoping this is the start of fine
weather this summer on 2 accounts, both in one
way linked.

Firstly, as many of you know the hall roof has
been leaking for some time and 1is getting
progressively worse. The tenders have been
received and subject to checking, it looks as
if the final bill for reroofing the hall,
replacing the ceiling tiles in the main hall
and providing some form of extraction for the
condensation will be in the region of £20,000.

Our landlords, the Parish Council, have agreed
to the work being carried out in their name

—{but all the funding to be provided by the
village hall), and an application for grant
aid has been submitted to South Norfolk
Council. Subject to obtaining grant and a
loan from the brewery through the Social Club
it will be possible to carry out this work
during the summer.
